To Schools Division Superintendents
SDO In-charge of Private Schools
Heads/Administrators, Private Schools

1. Pursuant to DepEd Memorandum AOSOPS No. 2023-149 on the Advisory
of the opening of classes for SY 2023-2024, private schools may begin
operations earlier than public schools, provided that classes “ shall start
on the first Monday of June but not later than the last day of August.”

2. To provide the public with information on accredited private schools, this
Office hereby announces the Private Schools with Government
Recognition and Permit to Operate as of August 4, 2023. (See
Enclosures 2, 3 and 4). List of additional private schools to be issued with
permits/recognition after August 2023 shall be issued weekly through a
separate issuance. The complete and updated list can also be accessed on
our official website https://depedcalabarzon.ph (See Enclosure 1).

3. Anent to this, the government permits or recognition of the remaining
applications for SY 2023-2024 shall only be issued until October 17,2023,
to meet the Late Enrolment requirement per DO No. 03 s. 2018. Thus, all
applications with deficiencies and lacking documents shall automatically
be denied and no appeals shall be entertained after October 17, 2023.

4. To ensure the widest dissemination of the information stipulated herein,
Schools Division Offices are also advised to furnish the Local Government
Units with a copy of this Memorandum for publication in their official local
media. Private schools that are included in the list are encouraged as well
to display the copy of government permit/recognition in conspicuous places
in their schools.
